MOUNTAIN HOSTS BECOME PATROLLERS

At Boyne Highlands, the Volunteer Mountain Host Program is the source of new Patrol Candidates.

The Host program is run by the patrol under the leadeofhijpst Program Director and Assistant Patrol
Director, Randy Frykberg. The Hosts share our boot room, ski storage, and attend our morning meetings.
They carry radios and report and respond tidents where they assist with traffic control and as

otherwise needed.

We have found that recruiting our new patrol candidates from our host program has several important
benefits, to both the candidate and the patrol. First, it permits the candidgétsh intimate knowledge

of patrol responsibilities and commitment. After rubbing elbows (literally) with the patrol for a season,
they know exactly what they are getting into. This affiliation also allows the patrol to see how the
potential candidatmteracts with customers, the primary focus of the Host Program and the Patrol

Hosts share the same benefit package as the patrol. This package has two levels with increased benefits
and area discounts being extended to Patrollers and Hosts who h&ed ableast 22 shifts in the

previous season. The "Discount List" currently includes two thirds of the Patrol and one quarter of the
Hosts.

We have found this method of recruiting patrol candidates to have great benefit. After several years we
have hd an excellent completion and retention rate. Yes, it adds a year (only four months really) to the
process obecoming a patroller. But the fun of being a Mountain Host and the benefit of learning the
details of Patrolling make it worthwhile.

If you dorit currently have a Mountain Host Program, you might consider starting one. The Area
Managers LOVE it. It might just becomdraitful source of new patrollers as it has for us.

Do You Have Your “Stuff” Together?

Dick and Candy Jacques were going to meet patrol friends at a local “watering hole”. As they drove
along, the road became very icy and they slowed down. Another car was traveling in front of them and
as they rounded a curve the car was not there anymore. It was assumed that the car had either turned
off or had gone around the next curve. Suddenly, Candy noticed that there was what looked like a car’s
taillights off the road and below the road level. She told Dick what she saw and they slowed but could
not see them. So they decided that they couldn’t just continue to dinner without checking this out. They
turned around in a nearby driveway and drove back to where the taillights were seen and there, in the
dark, off the road, was the car. The Driver was furiously honking the horn and screaming “Help Me! Help
Mel!”

Dick and Candy jumped out of the car to try to go to help the voice they were hearing in the dark. While
Dick went down the “slippery slope” of the embankment, Candy knew they needed more help. The road
was in a quiet area that goes behind their ski slope so communications are sketchy at best.
Automatically picking up her cell phone, she realized that cell service is not dependable along that route
so she pushed their Onstar emergency button for help. It was good to hear that helpful voice you hear in
the commercials. She gave her new best friend, Zach, the information that she knew at that time which
was very little. The screaming voice sounded female and must be conscious since she was indeed
screaming. The car was near a river because the water sounded like it was rushing along. Zach was given
more information regarding the location and he started contacting the proper authorities while Candy
was waiting, as instructed, but impatient because Dick was down there alone in unknown conditions and
couldn’t hear anyone up on the road due to the river. In the meantime, Dick realized that the car was
upside down, partially in the river and contained a young mother and her two children who where all
belted into their seats but hanging upside down and water was rushing into their car through the broken
driver’s side window. Dick tried to block the river as much as he could while he supported the driver to
try to keep her head out of the water and calm her down all the while telling her help was on the way.
Then he decided to try to find something in his car to break more glass out to try to get the family out of
the car. Candy continued with Zach while Dick returned to the car to try to get the passenger, front
window to break.
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As other cars and people came along the road, Candy recruited more help. Soon two more patrollers
were on scene and 4 young, strong looking guys who were walking along were pressed into help. The
patrollers gathered blankets from their car and 2 of the 4 guys grabbed Candy’s flashlight and ran down
to help. One of their concerns was that the car could shift and cause the front end of the car to slide
further into the river. All 3 rescuers were working and the car shifted slightly but into the riverbank so it
didn’t have anywhere else to travel. More water began to flow in and Mom was getting wetter as her
head went deeper into the water inside the car. The river was incredibly cold but the rescuers pressed
on.

Candy was continuing to update Zach who had already launched all available local area rescuers into
action. Concern for the rescuers and the family was building on the road. Candy called her friends who
are all medically trained and 2 are fire/rescue personnel in their home communities and told them to
come to her location “stat” and without questions they were on the way. “It seemed like it took forever
for the rescue people to come” hardly can describe the feeling of the people on the road. But as they
worried, two of the young men managed to get into the car through the broken rear tailgate window.
Just then the first professional arrived, a policeman from the nearby community who was also a
paramedic. Then the fire and rescue departments arrived and one ambulance which eventually turned
into 4 ambulances due to the initial unknown number of people in the car.

Very quickly, the children were passed out one by one and then the mother. The boys were carried to
the warm and waiting ambulance and the Mom was assisted up the embankment by Dick and one of his
helpers, placed on a backboard and carried along the extremely icy road to the waiting ambulance. The
family was reunited in the ambulance. All the cold wet clothes were pulled off the kids and when Mom
joined them, she too was undressed and all were placed in blankets. The rescuers on the street had
erected big flood lights from their vehicle and it was suddenly daylight as the family was pulled out. It
was a rather scary scene of controlled chaos. Many were standing waiting for the next things to happen
and to hear that the family was just wet and cold but essentially OK.

As Dick and his two brave friends came up also, Candy and her friends began to breathe and check
them. One young man had cut his hand so EMS took him and his friend who was wet up to his own ribs
and pretty cold. They went to a nearby house and were placed in a hot shower to warm up. Dick was
lucky. His fleece sweats were wet nearly to the knees but his feet were remarkably dry. Thank you LL
Bean!

The sheriff wanted Dick and Candy’s names but only took Dick’s driver’s license for some reason. (We
told him he should have paid those tickets in Detroit!) As they waited, they noticed all of the different
agencies that responded to this effort - Police, Fire/Rescue from 2 communities, Sheriff, and an
assortment of others which included a Conservation Officer. She was there to protect the river it was
guessed and was somewhat distressed when there was a question of glass from the windows possibly in
her river! Not to mention the upside down car in the river! It was interesting to watch each do their
jobs.

Dick, Candy and their friends left the scene still pretty shaken but excited about the experience. As the
reality began to set in they began to talk about what had happened they began to question; hy were

we, 7 in total, all ski patrollers, so poorly prepared to help out? We only had 2 blankets initially. There
was no instrument to break the glass and cut the seatbelts. All of our first aid belts that we wouldn’t go
anywhere around our resort without, were locked securely in the boot room at the patrol building.
Candy was wearing sneakers on a cold winter night! Her new boots were in the condo. We should have
called for the 3 additional helpers sooner because they arrived a little behind the rescue personnel so
they weren’t allowed very close to the scene. We had no rope to tie the car off and stop it from going in
deeper and we had very little light with only 2 flashlights available. Our list went on. We began to feel
kind of guilty and very lucky that others had come along to help. We were making a list of items to “not
leave home without” in the future. There was much discussion over some adult beverages and coffee at
dinner about what we could have done better or different. Considering the conditions, we felt we had
done an adequate job. Perhaps the rescuers should have made sure they were safe before trying to
rescue others, especially in the darkness but all agreed that we were thankful that we were there, the
family was now safe and we had done as best we could under very trying conditions. We were proud
and had a lot to share with our fellow patrollers the remainder of the weekend. It was quite the topic of
conversation over the next week and on the following weekend at the ski patrol building.

So —the headline for this rather long article is “Do you have your “stuff” together?” Are you prepared to
help others away from the patrol setting? Would you stop to help others? Are we following our own
training guidelines and keeping ourselves safe first? Where are our first aid belts or first aid kits during
the ski season? Do we go out into the cold dressed appropriately? Do we remember that it is really
winter and it is pretty cold even with our recent, seemingly tropical temps?
